Scholarships Available to South Holt Seniors

This information is mostly from the 2010-11 school year.  I will receive updated information before the applications are due.  The due dates may change by a day or two, but most will likely not be too far off.  Check on the ones you're eligible for--where there are websites, check them early to see if anything has changed.

Scholarships are listed in order of their due date.  Those designated (local) are for South Holt students only.  For others you will be competing state-wide or even nation-wide.  Consider the due dates to be postmark deadlines, and get them in early.

Check with me for further information regarding eligibility and the application process.  Submit your application early--give yourself plenty of time to meet the deadline, especially if it is to be mailed.  Give people plenty of time to write your letters of recommendation--don't ask the day before they're due.

I will do my best to put information in your mailboxes regarding scholarships for which you are eligible as soon as I get it.  Do not hesitate to ask me for information, or to let me know which scholarships you are specifically interested in.

A guideline for ACT requirements:  A composite score of 21 is slightly above the national average.  A score of 24 would be close to the upper 25th percentile; a score of 26 would be close to the upper 15th percentile.

Keep searching fastweb.com and scholarships.com for other opportunities.  Check the websites of the schools you apply to—they’ll have scholarships of their own that I may not be aware of.
